7th Grade  Science            Mrs. Minne
Core Extension is a class in which you will learn comprehension strategies, study skills and extend or rteview concepts, skills and ideas learned in Science/Math/Language Arts and Social Studies.  In Mrs. Minne’s class you will focus on Math/Science Skills necessary to help you become proficient in that area of our 7th grade curriculum.
The skills are necessary tools for your success in and out of the classroom.  You will be appllying the strategies you learn in Core Extension class to your studies in your core classes in order to solve real world problems.  It is expected that you use your time wisely and cooperate with your group so you can complete the assigned tasks for that day.
Needed Materials

· notebook
· pencils and pens (blue or black)
· double pocket folder
· Binder
Rules

Prompt - You are in your seat by the time the bell rings and stay there (if you get up you will be marked tardy). Your work is in on time. You arrive for scheduled appointments on time.

Prepared – You bring all needed materials to class.  Your homework is complete and with you in class on the day it is due. You have prepared yourself, as needed, for class discussions, presentations, and group work. 

Productive- You answer questions when called on to the best of your abilities.  You must cooperatively work with classmates on group assignments. Quality work is expected.

Respect- You are required to raise your hand before participating in class and if asking for assistance. You are expected to sit quietly and pay attention so that you are not distracting others from learning.  You listen to the teacher and your classmates with both ears and eyes.  You speak politely to everyone, keep your hands and feet to yourself, and take care of your own, others, and school property. You are considerate to others.

**All rules, policies, and procedures in the student handbook must also be followed.

Agenda

Assignments are posted daily and remain posted until the same day of the next week.  It is your responsibility to copy the posted agenda into your agenda books upon entering class. This includes writing the entire agenda down, not just stating if there was homework or not. Your agenda is your pass out of class. No agenda no passes anywhere.
Journal Topics
Topics or questions are posted on the agenda board. It is your responsibility to complete the JT after your agenda is filled in. You are required to write the question as well as your response in complete sentences. JT are collected weekly and are part of your class grade. If you missed a JT due to an absence, simply record the date and write absent. You will be excused from the JT that day. If you do not record that you were absent points will be deducted.
Assignments
1. Homework will be given on an average of 3x’s a week. Most assignments can be completed in class so use your time wisely. Homework is to be completed by the next school day to be reviewed in class.

2. H.W. will be due on Wednesdays unless otherwise specified.

3. On Mondays, a homework signature sheet will be sent home to your family to inform them of what is due on Wednesday. The child’s guardian must review the homework, sign, and initial the checklist. The signed signature sheet will serve as the cover sheet to that week’s homework packet. In addition, the signature sheet will be graded as a weekly assignment worth five points per week. If it is not signed or turned in the result is a deduction in points. 

4. Your name and hour should be written in the top right hand corner of the paper. Your work must be legible and neat (no tears, no doodling).

5. Assignments must be in on time. Your work will be considered late and will be marked down 20% if: 1) it is not turned in on time 2) if you are still working on the assignment while it is being collected or 3) if you left the assignment(s) in your locker. Weekly assignments will be accepted up to two days after the original due date. Therefore, if the assignments are due on Wednesday the student has until Friday to turn them in. 
6. The teacher personally collects all assignments. If you are turning in late work it must be handed in directly to the in box located at the teachers desk.

7. You must show all required work and answers must be written in complete sentences to form a complete thought. If your work is not in complete sentences credit will be deducted.
Labs

Appropriate behavior must be used during experiments.  Inappropriate behavior and/or equipment use will result in disciplinary action and/or a grade of ZERO for the experiment.

Tests and Quizzes

Tests are generally given at the end of a unit.  They are announced and reviewed for in class, but you are expected to prepare for the test at home. Quizzes may be given each Wednesday after homework is collected, unless otherwise specified.  The quizzes will cover the previous days/weeks concepts.  

If you are absent

If you are absent your family may call the office to get your homework assembled and to be picked up. Otherwise immediately upon your return, it is YOUR responsibility to copy down the agenda from the days you missed class and collect any needed work from the extras cube. You have two days for every day absent to complete and turn in the work you missed. See the teacher for due dates and any needed explanation! Also, it is your responsibility to complete any work that is presently being assigned as well. If you missed a test or quiz, you will be expected to take it the day you return. 

Recommendations

To be successful it is suggested that you fill in and use your agenda daily! Highlight/Circle any homework that needs to be completed. Find a reliable “buddy” in class and exchange phone numbers so that if you have questions at night on homework you could call them. Work with people who are not distracting to you. Turn in all work. Even if your assignment is still not complete by the last day it can be turned in, turn in whatever you have for points.  Ask for help and utilize the MASH program.

Grades
Your grade is based on total points from each of your core classes ; all core grades will be averaged to determine your grade for core. Grades will be posted in class so that you may keep track of your progress. Team progress reports will be sent home on the 3rd and 9th week of the trimester. They are to be signed and returned the following day. If needed, reports will be sent home more frequently to notify parents of any academic problems.
